Our Desert Islands Conservation Team
comes to the rescue of a stranded shark

hen a blacktip reef
shark was recently
stranded by the tide
in Sir Bani Yas Bay, the

Desert Islands kind-loving Conservation
Team were quick to react.

The 1.2 metre-long shark was
spotted by several people during the
morning but was left alone originally
because sharks often come into shallow
water to have their pups. The blacktip
reef shark gives birth to live young
rather than laying eggs like many other
sharks. When the shark did not swim
away and appeared to be in trouble, the
Conservation Team came to assist in
returning the shark to deeper water.”

Sean McCann, one of the island’s
nature conservators who took part in
the rescue operation, explains how
essential it was to move the shark since
water levels were rapidly dropping.

“When the tide started going out, the
water was too shallow for the shark

to swim back out to sea so it became
trapped in the shallows,” explains Sean.

“It had to be moved because the top
of the shark’s body was exposed to the
air and the skin can become burnt and
damaged by the sun. As the water level
decreases the shark’s gills would not be
covered by water so the shark would
have been unable to breathe and would
literally have drowned,” he says.

The rescue team captured the shark
using a large plastic container making
sure it was submerged in water. The
container was carefully put in the back
of a truck and was driven to the nearest
point - the jetty - where there was
deep enough water to release it. The
container and the shark were carried a
little way into the sea where the shark
was able to swim away.

“This animal is so sophisticated, we've
learned so much, it’s almost as if this isn’t
the same animal that I wrote about a quarter
of a century ago. And if there is one thing

I know for dead certain, it’s that I couldn’t
possibly write Jaws today. I could not turn

this beautiful beast into a villain.”
Robert Benchley, author of the book Jaws (and 1975 hit movie)

Since our cute little cheetah cubs were born on Sir Bani Yas Island in January,
they have been rapidly adjusting to our Desert Islands wildlife culture

Every morning, Safira hunts to
provide her cubs with necessary
food. The cubs are growing fast while

HUNTING GAME

Cheetahs can make quick and sudden
turns in pursuit of prey. They use
exceptionally keen eyesight to scan
their grassland environment for signs
of prey, especially antelope and hares.
They are daylight hunters, and with
their distinctive spotted coat, these
big cats can easily blend into high, dry
grasses.

At the right moment, the cheetah
will sprint after its prey and attempt to
knock it down. The entire chase takes
less than a minute since the effort
takes an incredible amount of energy.
If successful, the cheetah will often
drag its kill to a shady hiding place to
protect it from opportunistic animals
that sometimes steal a kill before the

cheetah can eat.

practicing stalking and pouncing on
each other as they would their prey.

Most recently, the cubs have been
tripping each other over which is
quite amusing to watch. Being able
to fall without injuring themselves is
an extremely important hunting skill
which they use to catch their prey.

The cubs are also ranging larger
distances with their mother and
exploring new areas of the Arabian
Wildlife Park which will mean visitors
to Desert Islands are now much more
likely to see them on ‘Nature and
Wildlife Drives’.

The cheetahs on Sir Bani Yas Island
are the only wild cheetahs in the UAE.
The cheetah is classified as vulnerable
by the International Union for
Conservation of Nature, the world-wide
body monitoring the status of wildlife
and plants around the world. There
are less than 10,000 wild cheetahs left

worldwide.
Female cheetahs typically live
_ with their cubs for up to two years.
Young cubs spend their first year

wo striped hyena cubs were

born recently on Sir Bani

Yas Island bringing the total

number of these animals on
the island to eight. The cubs are the
result of a very successful breeding
programme. The births are of particular
significance to the UAE as the striped
hyena is completely extinct in the UAE.
It is classified by the International
Union for Conservation of Nature, the
official body which monitors the status
of nature and wildlife across the world,
as ‘near threatened’ globally.

These are the first hyenas to be
born wild in the UAE for many years.
The cubs’ parents were both raised by
conservation staff in breeding centres
and relocated to Sir Bani Yas Island

Sir Bani Yas welcomes

the birth of hyena cubs

in 2008 as part of a conservation
programme where they were taught
how to survive in the wild and to be
self-sufficient.

The parents learned skills necessary
for survival in the wild. From this first
enclosure, they moved to a larger camp
of eight hectares and were fitted with
radio collars. In August 20009, the pair
was released into the Arabian Wildlife
Park to be self sufficient, and has now
successfully bred.

Now the couple’s newborn cubs
roam freely in the island’s 4100-hectare
Arabian Wildlife Park along with
cheetahs and some 4,000 antelopes
and gazelles. Both cubs are healthy and
visitors to the island may soon be able
to see them roaming around.

HYENA FACTS

Globally the striped hyena species is
considered vulnerable, while locally
it is considered extinct in the wild. It
is an omnivorous mammal and lives
in Africa, the Middle East, Pakistan
and western India. Unfortunately,
it is now extinct in Europe but can
occasionally be spotted in Anatolia.
Striped hyenas are largely
scavengers, but will also eat small
animals, fruit and insects, though
larger subspecies are known to
hunt animals as large as wild boar.
They are nomadic, moving among
watering holes but never straying
more than 10 kilometres from one.
They hunt in solitude but congregate
in small family groups, and their ears
radiate heat to cool their bodies.
They forage individually and are
rarely seen in groups. They also
associate in small family units in the
den, and typically survive in tropical
savannas, grasslands, semi-deserts,
scrub forests and woodlands.

MY HOMETOWN

was born in Sydney, the oldest and
largest city in Australia. Just for
the record, since a lot of people
seem to confuse this, Sydney is
not the capital - Canberra is (though
personally, | think Sydney should be).
| grew up in Sydney and later moved
to Brisbane for my high schooling
and university education. Brisbane is
a nice place, like a big country-town,
relaxed living with lots of strong family
friendships going back generations,
but Sydney will always be home for
me. | moved back to Sydney soon after
finishing university.

Sydney is a wonderful city, sitting
right on one of the most beautiful
harbours in the world, beaches like
Bondi and Manly at its door steps,
and a wonderful city skyline.
